Because the m2m vertical applications providers  are unwilling to share their business data(or application data) with telecom operators, and they want telecom operators to be only communication channels.





so we want to collect data that do not need the m2m vertical applications providers  to share, such as  location info、behaviour info、time info、 speed info、 direction info and other anonymous information.





 we call these  “non-application”data collection.





these stand from  the premise that we do not  make security threats and invasion of privacy





operator can do:


m2m data analysis by operator without knowledge of application data(by means of collection of data such as device behaviour etc ).


Make m2m service layer more intelligence: we can Infer the "correct"  state of the application or the network status changes, by the analysis of the non-application data, and then  trigger some kinds of optimization mechanisms.
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
