Introduction

This document is proposing a review of some of the requirements originally derived from the ETSI M2M work, following the analysis made in the REQ WG between TP#2 and TP#3 and the discussion held at TP#3. 
These requirement were already included in document oneM2M-REQ-2013-0198R02, that was partially agreed (requirements HLR-057, HLR-020, HLR-072, HLR-073, see agreed oneM2M-REQ-2013-0198R03).

The remaining revised requirement were not discussed due to lack of time at the meeting , and as well were not discussed during the interim conference call.
The revision marks show the changes respect to the original proposed requirements as for the requirement table generated after TP2.
Proposed requirements
HLR-074
 The M2M system shall be able reuse existing charging mechanisms of telecom networks as appropriate.
HLR-075 The M2M system shall support transfer of the charging information records to the Billing Domain of the provider of the specific services, for the purpose of subscriber billing and/or inter-provider or provider-to-consumer accounting (or additional functions like statistics, at the provider’s discretion).
HLR-076 The M2M system should support generation of charging events for the purpose of requesting resource usage authorization from the real time credit control system where the subscriber account is located.  The information contained in the charging events and the relevant chargeable events shall be fully specified including mandatory and optional elements.

NOTE: A chargeable event is any activity, a provider may want to charge for, that utilizes the resources and related M2M services offered by such provider. A charging event is the set of charging information needed by the credit control system for resource authorization.  
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
