Background

During discussion of several requirements, it was recognised that in many cases, there seems to be a desire to qualify M2M System operations with “where permitted”. Since the requirements are a simultaneous set – i.e. one constraining requirement applies to all. Rather than add appropriate conditions e.g. Authorized - to every single requirement, we could add a single broad requirement.

A first formulation was  “The M2M System shall be able to authorize any interaction between and among M2M Entities” however on the mailalias the need for such a requirements was questioned, and it was pointed out that we should say who authorizes what. Therefore the current formulation is “The M2M System shall enable M2M Application Service Providers to authorize any interaction involving their supporting entities (i.e. Devices/Gateways/Servers).”
This contribution is to solicit further discussion as to the need for such a requirement, for improvements and/or approval if warranted.

Add the following  “Overall System Requirement”
	OSR-0xx
	The M2M System shall enable M2M Application Service Providers to authorize interactions involving their M2M applications on supporting entities (e.g. Devices/ Gateways/ Service infrastructure).
