	The algorithms or mechanisms used in the oneM2M System for authentication, authorization, confidentiality, integrity, and repudiation should be built using publicly available and standardized cryptographic algorithms.

	The choice of cryptographic algorithms, used in the M2M System, should be efficiently implementable for both hardware and/or software implementations.

	When security extends across multiple M2M System entities, then the security between system entities should be of similar strength.
