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1 Background
During the REQ #34 meeting, we discussed the meanings of “information” and “data” in requirements OSR-019 and OSR-021. It was mentioned that these two terms are used extensively in the Requirements TS, and hence would impact additional requirements. Based on comments received, no agreement was reached at REQ#34. Consequently, WG1Chair suggested providing a revision outlining the scope of the issue across the requirements and proposing a path forward for harmonization of these two terms. 

The intention of this contribution is to provide definitions of data and information terms, and propose corresponding modifications on the existing requirements.
2 Definitions
According to our understanding of data and information, the definitions could be:

Data：In the context of oneM2M the term “Data” signifies digital representations of information on anything. Data can or cannot be interpreted by the M2M System and/or by M2M Applications. 

Information：In the context of oneM2M “Information”signifies a subset of Data that can be interpreted by the M2M System. Information has a defined syntax and semantic within the M2M System.
From a M2M service provider perspective, data from application indicates the information in raw or unorganized, which is maybe unknown to SP, while information indicates the meaningful data, e.g. Device management information, Metadata (location, timestamp, access right…), semantics information, charging information, security information, etc. 
3 Impact on the existing requirements
Based on the definition above, the following requirements need to be modified accordingly.
	OSR-007
	The M2M system shall provide a mechanism for applications to interact with the applications and data/information belonging to another M2M system, subject to permission.

	OSR-016
	The M2M System shall provide the capability to notify M2M Applications of the availability of, and changes to, available M2M Application/management informationon the M2M Device/Gateway, including changes to the M2M Area Network.

	OSR-019
	The M2M System shall support the capabilities for data repository (i.e. to collect/store data) and transfer data from one or more M2M Devices or M2M Gateways, in ways requested by the M2M Application Infrastructure as listed below:

· action initiated either by an M2M Device, M2M Gateway, M2M Services Infrastructure, or M2M Application Infrastructure

· when triggered by schedule or event; 

· for specified data

for delivery to one or more M2M Gateways, M2M Services Infrastructure, or M2M Application Infrastructure



	OSR-020
	The M2M System shall be able to support policies and their management regarding the aspects of storage and retrieval of data/information.

	OSR-021
	The M2M system shall provide mechanisms to enable sharing of  data among multiple M2M Applications, subject to access control.
When sharing data among applications, the M2M system shall provide the capability for an M2M Application to selectively share data (e.g. access control).
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
