oneM2M IPR STATEMENT

1.0  Rationale
Stating design principles will give us a less stringent way to express important ideas for oneM2M members to follow during the design of the oneM2M solution.

The following principle regarding the selection of cryptographic algorithms will not be testable when the specification is completed, only later after some years. So it is not appropriate as a requirement, but provides benefits to oneM2M if followed.
1.1 Proposal

Add the following text to the new clause 7

1.  The cryptographic algorithms, used in the M2M System, should be scalable and future-proof
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
