1.1 Description
For vending machine like Coco-Cola, in some situation, the vending machine provider (e.g. Coco-Cola company) wants to limit the network access for their devices so that the vending machines can only by used in specified areas. · Vending machine, which can automatically sell the products like coco-cola and report data information to the application platform though M2M platform. 
· The M2M platform, which can control the vending machine device to access network 
· Vending machine application platform, which can accept the data report from vending machine, monitor the status of vending machine, and make data analysis.

1.5 Triggers
1. Vending machine restarts and registers to M2M platform
2. Vending machine reports data information (e.g., each sale transaction or products selling information and so on). 
1.6 Normal Flow
· The vending machine restarts and registers to M2M platform.
· The M2M platform checks the location policy setting. If current location of the vending machine is in legal area, it allows the vending machine to register. Otherwise, deny it.
· After vending machine successfully registered, it reports data information (for example, the product selling information and the stock information) period ly or for each product sale to the vending machine application platform though M2M platform.
· The M2M platform checks the location policy setting. If current location of the vending machine is in legal area, it allows for the data report. Otherwise, deny it.
· The vending machine application platform receives the data information report, records the information and makes data analysis.
