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GUIDELINES for Change Requests:

Provide an informative introduction containing the problem(s) being solved, and a summary list of proposals.

Each CR should contain changes related to only one particular issue/problem.
In case of a correction, and the change apply to previous releases, a separated “mirror CR” should be posted at the same time of this CR
Follow the principle of completeness, where all changes related to the issue or problem within a deliverable are simultaneously proposed to be made E.g. A change impacting 5 tables should not only include a proposal to change only 3 tables. Includes any changes to references, definitions, and acronyms in the same deliverable.
Follow the drafting rules.
All pictures must be editable.
Check spelling and grammar to the extent practicable.
Use Change bars for modifications.
The change should include the current and surrounding clauses to clearly show where a change is located and to provide technical context of the proposed change. Additions of complete sections need not show surrounding clauses as long as the proposed section number clearly shows where the new section is proposed to be located.
Multiple changes in a single CR shall be clearly separated by horizontal lines with embedded text such as, start of change 1, end of change 1, start of new clause, end of new clause.
When subsequent changes are made to content of a CR, then the accepted version should not show changes over changes. The accepted version of the CR should only show changes relative to the baseline approved text. 
Introduction
The Steering Committee Ad Hoc Group on App‑ID summarized the supporting roles associated with the oneM2M App‑ID Registry in SC-2015-0018R01 App-ID AHG Recommendation. The recommended structure of the App-ID registry and the supporting roles should be introduced into the Roles and Focus Areas as supporting documentation. Introducing this information will not introduce any backwards compatibility issues with TR-0005-V-0.0.4.
The proposed changes would probably be best captured in a new subsection in section 6. The existing outline for section 6 is show below with the proposed new section 6.4. The App-ID Registry is independent of the operational roles discussed in the other sections. We believe this separate section at the end is the best place to introduce this content.

6.4 Roles Supporting the App‑ID Registry

The App‑ID Registry contains registered oneM2M App‑IDs. The App‑ID Registry structure and supporting roles are shown in Figure X and described below. Additional details about the function of each role are contained in SC‑2015‑0018R01 App‑ID AHG Recommendation.

The stakeholders involved in the App-ID Registry include:

· oneM2M Steering Committee, which will appoint Management Authorities.

· oneM2M Registry Tracking function, which is an entity or role under oneM2M SC (e.g., Secretariat member) that manages the list of Authority-IDs allocated to Management Authorities and their related Registration Authorities.

· Management Authority (MA), which is the legal entity that will supervise the issuance of unique global identifiers under given Authority-IDs, and potentially contract with an organization that will issue such unique global identifiers.

· Registration Authority (RA), which is the legal entity that manages/administers the App-ID database used to issue unique global identifiers consistent with oneM2M specifications.

· Registrars, which are legal entities that will directly interface with App Developers seeking App-IDs and can assign unique IDs.

· Application (App) Registrants (AR), which are entities seeking to obtain a registered App-ID.
