· It was suggested to modify role by subscriber group – this has already been discussed and agreed in the ARC working group. ARC_2014_1365 addresses this issue.
· It was agreed to remove the Domain from table 9.6.2.1-1. It was felt that more discussion on the Token in the same table was needed, there was a suggestion to remove it from this table. Further discussion needed on the definition of ‘token’ and where it should be defined.
