Resolve pending issues affecting ARC (TS-0001) and SEC (TS-0003):

· How to retrieve M2M Service Subscription Profile of an AE?

· Needed to validate allowed operations against AE “role” (ARC) and prevent DoS attacks through authentication (SEC)
· Hence M2M Service Subscriptions need persistent AE identifiers
· An “AE-ID” that depends on RESTful registration is not sufficient
· Use of device certificates vs. AE certificates
