Discussion
SSC Objectives – slide 4
This presents a summary of the terms of reference, it is not supposed to limit the work of the SSC but instead will act as guidelines for the group.

It was mentioned that recently, through the GSMA, several mobile operators throughout the world are sighing up to carbon-0 goals and that it would be good if we could reach out and involve those people in what we are doing in this group. Most focus on phone and tablet devices but there is a role for IoT devices also.

Slide 5 shows a list of activities and deliverables that the group could focus on however this is not a complete list, if anyone on the call has an idea for more areas that the group could work on they should share it and it can be discussed.
A question was raised over how to prioritize the activities, and are there any ideas set out already or is in input required? Dale explained that this will be contribution driven and so it will depend on the interest that the group has. A roadmap needs to be defined and this is where we will have more of an idea on what to focus on.
It was felt that it is still very difficult to gauge how efficient IoT is and it was suggested that we need some quantifiable measurements to present sustainability goals and set some benchmarking. It was agreed that we need to go into this with our eyes wide open and look into the pros and cons, not just the pros.
In 2018 there was a publication produced by the European Commission (via AIOTI) which pointed out that there were over 800 IoT platforms using different technologies and it was pointed out that oneM2M had been considered to help make these interoperable. There had been some liaison and exchange of information but no one on the call was directly involved. It was suggested that the AIOTI could be invited to a future call to discuss this further. The AIOTI also have a new sustainability group and it was felt we could work well together.
One of the aims of this group is to reach out to other organizations and try to involve them in the work that we are doing and to gather information on what they are doing and try to work together. 

It was suggested that political decision makers such as governments and regulatory organizations are missing from slide 6 and it would be interesting to get in touch with them for input and feedback.

The ITU-T has study group 5 and their next meeting is 11-20 may and we perhaps we should attend the SG 5 meeting to see how we can collaborate with them. Bindoo will investigate how to join that meeting from India.

It was felt important that the information and documents related to this group should be available to non-members and an area has been set up on the FTP area which will be updated daily with all contributions that are uploaded to the members only portal. Dale will send out some information to the mailing list on how to find this information.
