SSC-2021-0006 was NOTED

Dale presented the draft workplan for the Sustainability subcommittee. 

He went through the different areas of media coverage where the group has been featured. So far there have been 19 ‘printed’ outlets and 3 speaking opportunities.

Ken is currently working on putting together a slide deck with information that will be readily available for anyone who has the opportunity to speak about SSC or introduce it to interested parties. This will be shared via the mailing list and input is welcome. Once the deck is finalized, or in a more stable state, it will be uploaded to the portal.

As we are still in the planning and recruitment stage of setting up this subcommittee, Dale encouraged those present to reach out to their colleagues and professional network to encourage interest in the work of the group. He reminded everyone that this group is not exclusive to oneM2M members, any interested party may contribute.
Liaison Activities (AIOTI, ATIS, ETSI, GSMA, others)

It was felt important to reach out to other industry bodies such as the GSMA who have a group working on green initiatives. 

A liaison has been initiated with AIOTI Digital for Green and we are looking for areas where we could align and work with them. This is very positive.
Girish Ramachandran, TCS, has already reached out to some interested parties and brought some people into the initiative. Girish had been contacted by some people who are working on the area of clean water technology using IoT and wondered if this could be an opportunity to capture an IoT case study showing the use of IoT to promote sustainability. 
ATIS is setting up a group concentrating on sustainability ‘Green G’ however the first meeting has not yet been held so the scope is not set yet. The first meeting is this week and Ian will attend and keep the team up to date on the progress made.

With respect to ETSI, Karen will look into any technical committees or groups working on sustainability or green issues and report back.

It was stressed that the organizations could be industry, research, government the list does not have to be narrowed down to standards or industry alliances.

Executive Insight Articles

2 articles have been published so far and Ken mentioned that the time for a person to be interviewed is only about an hour and Ken then creates the article. If anyone on the call is, or has colleagues, involved in sustainability and would be interested in talking to Ken then please send him an email and he will take it from there.

The executive insights are publicized via the website, Twitter, Linked-in etc and often a Journalist will ask to reuse the interview as an article. They can be reused to create several different articles in different publications. A recent interview with DS leas to 3 different articles. 
Webinars

It was felt that webinars are a very good way to target a specific audience. oneM2M has a channel and the webinar could also be repeated on any of the Partner’s channels reaching a large audience. For example, the ETSI channel has over 15,000 followers.
A webinar with 2/3 people on a panel followed by Q&A could lead to other ways of promoting the Sustainability work of oneM2M – the information could be reused as a discussion paper, articles etc. It was felt that a couple of information rich events could really help to promote our work in several other areas.

It was also suggested that a series of use cases from members could use the webinar format. Concrete use cases are always of interest.

The idea of using the webinar format to have a couple of Round tables was suggested. The idea would be to get some members and industry experts willing to participate. As sustainability is currently a very hot topic the Round Tables could garner a lot of interest in the media.
Hackathons/test beds

it was suggested that as there are so many new ideas from startups and students it would be a good idea to have a hackathon on sustainability. oneM2M already has quite a lot of experience in running hackathons so this would be something achievable. 

It was also suggested that the creation of some test beds across the world may be a good idea. Girish is working on this and will feed back to the group once he has a more concrete idea of what he wishes to do.

Position Papers
First one could be IoT & Sustainability and it was felt that there are 3 issues that should be covered: 

1. Use cases in IoT that have an impact on sustainability
2. Principles of sustainability which are written into the oneM2M specification – reusing existing technologies, etc.
3. Capabilities that are built into the oneM2M specification. Such as extending the life of devices, making sure IoT devices behave well and do not disrupt the networks, etc.
There could also be a section talking about reusability concepts. The next step is to put an outline together and assign an editor. It was suggested that the Partners should share this information with their members as this may get other people interested in joining and contributing.
The second position paper could be on ‘How IoT helps corporates to meet supply-chain reporting obligations’. It was felt that the Pandemic has brought the issues to the fore. Rana will talk to a person working in the BT supply chain area and that she has already been in touch with, who may be interested in contributing to this work
These may not start off as a full position paper, they could start as small articles with input from several people which then evolve into a position paper and then perhaps a webinar.

Rana shared the BT documentation on sustainability, and it was suggested that we could build on this and contact other member companies to see which areas they are working in. See links below:

Need to create a template. It was suggested to start off with ppt and fill in the notes section with as much information as possible which can then be used to create a word document which can then be re-worked and re-used to create articles for magazines etc.
