oneM2M IPR STATEMENT

Rationale: 
This document proposes to adopt the Management & Application Enablement WG terms of reference, based on the one M2M scope related to meta-data models.

Proposal:

The oneM2M Management & Application Enablement Working Group has the overall responsibility for all technical aspects related to management of M2M entities (devices, gateways and network infrastructure) and related to the support of their application specific operational information models. In many cases the management plane and application operational plane share the same or parts of the information model and thus can be treated similarly.
More specifically, the Management & Application Enablement WG addresses the following areas of work:

· Management work includes
·  identify and resolve issues related to the management aspect of M2M entities, and to contribute to the development of oneM2M specifications in this regard.
· To study and clarify the management function distribution among different stakeholders (e.g. device manufacturers, network operators, service providers, application providers) in accordance with oneM2M service requirements and functional architecture.

· To investigate existing technologies and solutions for managing M2M entities and analyze the potential support for fulfilling oneM2M requirements on the management aspect.
· To specify the information model and procedures for management functions (e.g. configuration, upgrade, performance, fault) of M2M entities as well as the service capabilities.
· To provide guidelines on how the “Verticals” can make their information model for entities management available to the oneM2M global framework. 

· To collaborate with Verticals on issues of information modelling for entities management purposes.
· Application Enablement work includes:
· The study and specification of support of oneM2M API access to ‘verticals’ specific functions and data – as used in ‘verticals’ specific information models – of M2M entities.

· The study and specification of support of description and discovery of M2M entities, functions and data based on their semantic properties.
· The study and specification of support of interworking with legacy M2M entities of ‘verticals’.
· The study and specification of a mechanism for device abstraction, including related aspects of semantic classification and mapping of information models.
· To provide guidelines on how the “Verticals” can make their semantics and information model available to the oneM2M global framework. 

· To collaborate with Verticals on issues of semantics and information modelling (e.g. to enable re-using and/or interworking with existing capabilities, as well as the synergy for future evolution).

The Management & Application Enablement WG outputs will be Technical Reports, Technical Specifications, and liaisons to other working groups and external organizations as required.
Conclusion:
It is proposed to adopt above ToR for the Management & Application Enablement WG within oneM2M.
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
