The OSGi Alliance would like to thank oneM2M for embracing the collaboration between oneM2M and OSGi.  OSGi IoT Expert Group will have their next meeting on June 29th, 2016 in Darmstadt, Germany (for details on logistics please contact John Ehrig).  OSGi is opening this meeting to all oneM2M members for a joint workshop between the experts from both groups. Based on the oneM2M Liaison Statement to OSGi from TP#22, OSGi IoT EG is looking into the following 2 topics that are tabled for discussion in Darmstadt:
1. Service Layer API: Provide a oneM2M resource accessing interface among oneM2M entity bundles within a OSGi framework.

2. Device Abstraction Model Collaboration: Use OSGi Device Abstraction Layer specification representing oneM2M Home Appliances Information Model, or bring a specification to support SDT in OSGi.

If time permit and/or at a future workshop, the following can be tabled for discussion:

1. Interworking Proxy Entity Service: Provide a oneM2M Interworking Proxy Entity service interface to register OSGi standard service which can be accessed by external oneM2M AE/CSE over a communication protocol with resource URL.

2. Common Protocol Binding Service: Provide a protocol binding service interface for oneM2M entity bundles to register resources which can be accessed by external oneM2M entities over a communication protocol with resource URL.

OSGi welcomes interested oneM2M representatives to participate in this workshop to discuss issues, identify gaps, and generate requirements for the above topics. Please note that this workshop will avoid defining technical solutions or other intellectual property.
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
