Justification
This present Work Item(WI) proposes a catalogue that includes a complete list of oneM2M platform features. Each feature should be well written for readers’ understanding and explain how should it called by applications and how it works in platform in detail.
When application or platform developers implement oneM2M technical specifications, it is frequently asked if a specific feature/function is supported. A feature is combined with multiple parameters and resources. Each parameter and resource attribute even consist of sub-elements having their own multiple values. This brings lots of different combinations of settings which behaves differently and this is not well written in current specifications. Moreover, even oneM2M members have difficulty to answer whether a feature is supported or what shall be the corresponding parameter/resource settings
Relation to other WIs
Developer guideline series in the other WI provides implementation examples, which is really valuable but those guidelines just cover most frequently used features with a few settings. As that WI intended to provide overall understanding of oneM2M main functionalities, this WI as complementary work, would provide deeper understanding/analysis of oneM2M technical specifications.
The list of features in detail would be the source for the device profiling(classification) WI. Each device class/category would consist of a set of oneM2M features.

Conformanc test WI would be aligned with this catalogue WI since each conformance test should be written in fine granurality oneM2M functionality, which is the outcome of this proposed WI.
Rel-3 objective
One of the top priority of oneM2M Rel-3 is bug-fix. During this WI progress, contributors easily find out what should be fixed in the specifications, especially where we didn’t deeply take care of before.
Having a separate deliverable

The paremters and resource types are defined in different (sub-)clauses in the specifications so it is proposed to have a separate deliverable to capture them all per feature in a sub-clause. 
For readers, starting with the features catalogue would be a good starting point to see the big picture before they jump into individual specifications.
