NOTE: This contribution represents an update of MAS-2016-0200, with following changes:
1)   In each XSD file,  each XML Global Element which defines a flexContainer specialization (normal or announced variant) has been assigned to a substitutionGroup. This change is necessary for alignment with the final version of the XSD associated with TS-0004, see PRO-2016-0350R01.

2) The XSD with the short names has been added. Note that the short name version of the XSD is autogenerated from the XSD featuring the long names (i.e. these files should not be edited manually). When producing these files it was noted that short names for the announced variants of the flexContainer specialization types are yet missing in TS-0023. These short names have been derived by adding the postfix “Annc” to the short name of the normal specialization type.  These names need to be added to the respective mapping tables in the next revision of TS-0023.
