oneM2M thanks the Broadband Forum for their LS informing us on their work in the draft version of WT-369 “User Services Platform (USP)”. 
As you are aware, oneM2M has published specifications for interworking device management capabilities within the oneM2M system for devices that support the TR-069: TS-0006: Management enablement (BBF) which can be located here. 

As USP is the evolution of TR-069, we are very interested in learning more about the specification to determine how devices that support USP can be integrated within oneM2M for IoT actuation and sensing as well as management. Currently TS-0006 specifies how TR-069 devices can be used in the capacity of device management but with USP we see that USP enabled devices can provide IoT sensing and actuation capabilities. As such we would like to explore various options oneM2M has to integrate devices that provide the IoT capabilities enabled by USP.
