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	This liaison answers oneM2M - LS 10, and inform oneM2M about the updates from SG20 meeting regarding the collaboration between ITU-T SG20 and oneM2M.

This liaison answers oneM2M - LS 10 -E, reviewed at the meeting of ITU-T Study Group 20 held in Geneva, from 4 to 15 September 2017.
ITU-T SG20 would like to thank oneM2M for its liaison statement on change requests to oneM2M specifications. 
ITU-T SG20 welcomes the opportunity to collaborate with oneM2M based on win-win synergies and trust to harmonize oneM2M technical specifications with ITU-T SG20. ITU-T SG20 discussed the Annex (including additional guidance for change requests) provided by oneM2M in the Contributions submitted. 
ITU-T SG20 would like to thank oneM2M for clarifying how ITU-T SG20 can submit its comments and proposals to oneM2M. 
The updated Annex (including the additional guidance) was agreed for inclusion in the Consented oneM2M specifications submitted.
ITU-T SG20 would like to inform oneM2M that ITU-T SG20 has published a TD on “Summary of ITU-T SG20 and oneM2M Collaboration discussions and agreements” (SG20-TD553/GEN) which contains the summary of ITU-T SG20 and oneM2M Collaboration discussions and agreements and has been posted in the main SG20 homepage so that it can be visible for all participants from both sides. 
ITU-T SG20 is pleased to inform oneM2M that 1 oneM2M specification was consented as ITU-T Draft Recommendation and 6 oneM2M Technical Reports were agreed at the meeting. 
ITU-T SG20 suggest the following guidance for the maintenance of the approved ITU-T Recommendations/Technical Reports (based on oneM2M deliverables): 
1. Upon the approval (determination, consent/agreement) of oneM2M deliverables at an ITU-T SG20 meeting, the technically equivalent document will result in an ITU-T Recommendation/Technical report. The document will be maintained within ITU-T SG20 by the responsible Question.  
2. Any future maintenance (improvement or modifications) of the resulting technically equivalent document will require the approval from both ITU-T SG20 and oneM2M. 
3. All change requests from either ITU-T SG20 or oneM2M are required to clearly state the reason for the revision and reference any applicable page, clause, table, figure and paragraph affected. 
In order to ensure coordinated evolution of the ITU-T Recommendations/Technical reports and related oneM2M deliverables, ITU-T SG20 would suggest that relevant updates be exchanged on a regular basis and encourages the organization of joint meetings (physical or virtual) or co-located meetings, as appropriate, to keep coordination and ongoing future collaboration.
ITU-T SG20 invites oneM2M to consider the guidance proposed above for the maintenance of the ITU-T Recommendations/Technical reports based on oneM2M deliverables. 
ITU-T SG20 intends to continue to provide relevant information and looks forward for continuing collaboration with oneM2M, as well as to improve our collaboration mechanisms as we gather practical experience in working together.
