Questions raised on how the information on slide 5 differs from Web of Things. It was felt that ISG CIM would like to be fully compatible with them
It was pointed out that on slide 4 open data user application is not going through the oneM2M platform. It was explained that this slide simply shows what ISG CIM can do. Input for improvements of the diagram on slide 4 are welcome.
It was clarified that the 'context information' is everything related to an entity on slide 12. Questions raised on the length of the context, and whether or not it should change. 
ISG CIM is not providing or creating models but it is providing a means that enable the databases to point to the models that they are using.
It was confirmed that the data types are based on JSON and xml schema.
Clarification on the overlapping of oneM2M and ISG CIM was requested and some concerns raised that there may be some duplication of the work. It was felt that this issue needs to be solved. This will be discussed further at the end of this workshop.
It was suggested that the figure on slide 4 was more like a deployment figure rather than an architecture one. It was explained that this needs to be updated and is more of a conceptual image.

7 Open discussion and next steps

It was suggested that there is some overlap between oneM2M and ISG CIM - especially with regards to the semantics
More information requested on the nodes and entities which appear to be service layer components in the Architecture.
It was clarified that the security and access control have not yet been addressed by ISG CIM.
ISG CIM stressed that they wish to use oneM2M rather than duplicate it. They see IoT as one part of a very big picture.
Need to work out how to work with oneM2M over the Mca interface
Need some alignment between ISG CIM and oneM2M on the ontologies in Smart Cities. It was suggested that CIM should also map to the oneM2M Release 2 and 3 work, not only Release 1 features. 
There is a TS under development for SAREF extensions in Smart Cities. This is being worked on in the ETSI TC SmartM2M.

Need to find a way to work together in a complementary way and ensure that we do not confuse the market.
It was felt that use cases to help clarify the image on slide 4 of TP-2017-0319 were needed. This could be discussed off line to produce some use cases.
What is oneM2M missing and how can we interwork with CIM?
It was pointed out that oneM2M is not just device centric, there is an application element also.
