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1 Overview
oneM2M would like to thank the ETSI Industry Specification Group (ISG) City Digital Profile (CDP) for introducing their charter, initial work and progress. As a global standardization initiative that covers requirements, architecture, API specifications, security solutions and interoperability for Machine-to-Machine and IoT technologies, oneM2M develops specifications for a horizontal Service Layer supporting applications and services from multiple verticals. 
oneM2M welcomes the call for collaboration and would like to provide some initial feedback.
Information about our relevant work:

· As oneM2M specifies a horizontal Service Layer, the entire architecture is designed to support verticals which may be of interest to your group, such as smart cities, healthcare, energy, citizen services, etc.. The relevant specifications may be found  on the oneM2M ftp site. 
· oneM2M is currently preparing the ratification of Release 3 and has started the stage 1 work of Release 4.
· Within the Release 4 timespan, the following agreed Work Items (WIs) might be of interest: WI-0064 adaptation of oneM2M for smart Cities, WI-0070 Disaster Alert Service Enabler, WI-0084 - SDT based Information Model & Mapping for Vertical Industries.. Other new WIs may also be considered. 
· WI-0064 is going to deliver the Technical Report (TR-0036) which covers technical analysis of oneM2M adopted smart city system deployments. The analysis then will introduce possible technical enhancement topics of oneM2M specifications which is also considered as gaps by the CDP. 
· WI-0070 which targets a technical analysis of oneM2M for support of an enabler for Disaster Alert Services.
· WI-0084 is extending the SDT (Smart Device Template) based information model (TS-0023) to more vertical domains including smart city.
· oneM2M has also developed a whitepaper which may be of interest: “Smart Cities done Smarter” (note that oneM2M is currently working on an update to this).
Information to facilitate collaboration: 

· Input contributions from ETSI ISG CDP are very much encouraged and appreciated in oneM2M. These contributions should be submitted by members who are active in both CDP and oneM2M.  
· Based on the ETSI ISG CDP information received so far, oneM2M has identified some topics of specific interest, but others would also be welcome: 
· Smart City use cases; 
· Gaps identified by ETSI ISG CDP either at the user functionality level or within the specifications analysed; 
· Specific topics identified for future ISG work. 
· oneM2M would like to propose joint conference calls between our groups, and invites ISG CDP members to participate in our face-to-face meetings.
oneM2M thanks ETSI ISG CDP for initiating this collaboration and looks forward to further communication and joint efforts.
