Justification
The present Work Item proposes to provide short descriptions of the features for developers who want to use functionalities offered by an oneM2M service platform. 

When companies wish to know what features are implemented and what it is about, it is not easy to go directly to normative specification like TS-0001. It is frequently requested to get some high-level description of the features, with some basic use cases and examples.

It is ahead of the developer guides goal as here it is not aiming to describe a full scenario and how to implement it, but rather describe in a few pages the main features/functionalities and their corresponding use cases.

Such document would enable to provide overall understanding of the main functionalities offered by the oneM2M architecture. It could also be used as marketing promotion material,
It aims at being an “entry point” document or “getting start”, providing basic descriptions of the functionalities but also in which specifications the implementers could find more details and the related normative work. It will be helpful for developers before going more deeply into the analysis of the oneM2M standards to implement them.
