The copy/paste model is no longer an option as it is too heavy for the oneM2M rapporteurs. This has been the blocking factor in moving this collaboration forward.
There is an ISO IEC workshop on Smart Cities in India in December 9-14 and it was suggested that some oneM2M experts could attend. It was felt that C-DOT could represent oneM2M at this event. Bindoo will report back on whether C-DOT can play this role.
Any engagement which goes beyond adding normative references in the ISO IEC standards will need agreement from the Steering Committee.
