Introduction


oneM2M WG4 would like to thank ITU-T SG20 for their comments in the "LS on the progress of oneM2M related work items".
All of these comments have been discussed and some revisions have been made in oneM2M Release 3.
The IETF references in TS-0003 were reviewed and based on the discussion in WG4 agreed the following principles  

· If an IETF RFC is obsoleted, then WG4 agreed that the reference should be changed.

· TLS 1.3 contains major changes which may cause backward compatibility issues in context oneM2M specifications, and a simple reference change to TLS 1.2 will break the assumption that TLS and DTLS versions are aligned in TS-0003, especially for cipher suites.

Based on these principles, WG4 made the following update (Release 3):

(1) RFC 4492 is replaced with RFC 8422.
oneM2M has checked all the TLS cipher suites used in TS-0003 Release 3 are state of the art. Therefore, even with TLS 1.2, there is no security risk in oneM2M specifications. 

oneM2M is considering how to migrate to TLS 1.3 in oneM2M Release 4.
