14.1 Git Process

It seems some members are facing difficulty in adopting the new process. It was suggested that members try the processes, use the Git to read the documents and send feedback which would help make the process smooth and easy to understand by users.

The oneM2M TP leadership is asked by the ETSI board to make presentation on the new way the specification is produced in oneM2M. 

The detailed procedure for contribution is available in Gitlab (https://git.onem2m.org/tools/contribution-procedure). A presentation (SDS-2023-0232) providing tutorial on using git for contribution is available on the portal. Additionally, for any clarifications or questions, members may reach out to Miguel.

Through the new process, the baselines get published on page specifications.oneM2M.org automatically after getting approved on the git. The specifications.oneM2M.org allows the reader to easily navigate through the report. 
oneM2M website has several sections dedicated for specifications, implementations and developers. Currently there is no link between this content and oneM2M specifications. It was suggested to link such pages with the oneM2M markdown documents to allow ease of access and reduce fragmentation.
