1.1 Welcome

Roland Hechwartner, Deutsche Telekom, the TP Chair, opened the 68th oneM2M Technical Plenary. He thanked those present for attending in person and also those who have dialled in. He also introduced the TP leadership team and thanked TSDSI for hosting this meeting in such a lovely area.

ITU-T adoption of oneM2M Release 3 and Release 4 specifications
There was a request that oneM2M should be open to approaching the ITU-T to initiate discussions with the end goal of the adoption of the oneM2M Release 3 and Release 4 by the ITU-T.

Roland explained that any input to the ITU-T needs to be proposed by the nations that make up the ITU-T. If the participating nations can take this up in the ITU-T then oneM2M would be very open to helping with this transposition. 

He explained that the very lengthy process for the transposition of Release 2 took a lot of time and resources from oneM2M. A more streamlined process had been requested but unfortunately the discussions have been stalled for quite a while. 
In the past this has been a Steering Committee issue driven mainly by Enrico however Roland, as TP Chair, is happy to reopen these discussions for Releases 3 & 4. He will contact Cristina from the ITU-T and initiate this conversation.
Action: Roland to contact Cristina from the ITU-T to initiate this conversation

The process for Release 2 was not a simple process as the ITU-T requested that the oneM2M deliverables be reformatted to fit their template rather than just reference the documents. While the specifications are developed in oneM2M, they have been republished under the ITU-T umbrella with their logo. 

It was felt If we could push for referencing as they do with 3GPP, this would avoid any confusion. Referencing the oneM2M specifications will always point to the latest versions and will avoid having conflicting versions being used.
Question raised on whether to focus mainly on Release 4 or whether Release 3 should also be included.
Seungmyeong explained that officials from ETRI and KETI who are both highly involved in the ITU-T will be present at the next TP meeting in Jeju Island in Korea. It was felt that this would be a good opportunity to start this conversation. SeungMyeong will invite those interested in this topic to join the meeting. TTA will also be there and it would be useful to have some officials from TSDSI would also be very welcome,

Roland has indicated that he will adjust the agenda so that one day can be dedicated to this discussion with the aim of finding a process that will work, and, in the interest of our members, it was felt that this should be done as quickly as possible. Bringing the key players to the table trying to get a common understanding of the goal and clarifying what needs to be done and how we need to do it would be very welcome.
Action: Roland to ensure that the agenda is distributed in advance so that TSDSI can share with key stakeholders.

ETSI TC Data – covers many ETSI groups (SmartM2M, ISG CIM, etc)

The first meeting is scheduled for April 18-17, which is just a few weeks after oneM2M TP 69

As soon as there is an update on this Technical Committee it will be provided to the TP

Vijay Madan explained that Akash will move on and will be replaced by Asif who has been trained to take over. He is confident that Asif will be able to fulfil this role and work well with the Chairs and members of the project. He thanked Akash for his work with oneM2M and within TSDSI as a whole. 
The TP chair took the opportunity to present Akash with a card signed by his oneM2M colleagues. He thanked him for his enthusiasm and hard work within oneM2M. He will be missed! He also took the time to welcome Asif to the team.

It was felt that the Stakeholders Day was very important to make the members aware of the work being done in oneM2M.

The Director General of TSDSI thanked everyone for attending and being so active during the Stakeholders Day. He appreciated the attendance of oneM2M in New Delhi.
A token of TSDSI’s appreciation was presented to each of the oneM2M visitors to India.
