1	Opening Plenary	
1.1 Welcome
Roland Hechwartner, Deutsche Telekom, Chair of the oneM2M Technical Plenary, opened the 72nd oneM2M Technical Plenary. It was suggested that a WI should be attached to a Release which would mean that two WIs would be needed – one for normative work and one for informative work. Roland explained that this was not the case in the past, a WI was not dedicated to a particular Release. Looking at the timeline of the WI should give an indication of which Release a WI is targeting. 
TR-0080 is a good example where the TR is targeting Rel-5 whereas the TS proposed under the same WI will be in Rel-6.
