The mission and objective of this group needs to be made clear. The scope also needs to be clarified.

Input will be gathered from the other oneM2M Working Groups to define exactly what the scope of TP TST group is and to define the major functionalities which need to be tested.

Mission of group to develop a set of specifications for interoperability between entities over the oneM2M platform

It was suggested that the interoperability (testing) part needs to be separated from the certification part as these are two different issues. 
It was clarified that in 3GPP all decisions taken regarding tests and the priority of the tests are decided by 3GPP not by GCF. It was agreed that this was the correct approach for oneM2M, where all decisions would be taken within oneM2M.
Some discussion on difference between interoperability and conformance, need to define what exactly is meant by each 
When looking at the suggested milestones for the next year, it was suggested that there is a need to check the relationship with Smart Appliance testing in ETSI – the test specifications will be ready by the end of 2015 and there is a possibility of reusing some of the ETSI test specifications where there is an overlap of functionalities. Laurent will bring a contribution showing the stable draft of the ETSI test specification. It was agreed that we need to avoid duplication of work
Was suggested that the ToR should be completed and approved in TP 15 and the Working Group can be created following this and the first face to face meeting can be scheduled for TP 16 (Sophia Antipolis).
No official discussions have taken place concerning the certification issue yet.

It was suggested that as certification is quite costly, in order to keep the price lower, self-certification could be allowed. However some concerns raised over the validity of this. Self-certification is carried out by Alljoyn allseenn and other companies. It was suggested that open source could be the way forward. Some support expressed for self-certification as a way of keeping costs low.
