Definitions

Test Suite: A Test Suite is a collection of Test Cases. It’s used to test if the Tested Entity has specified behaviour to perform certain functionalities.
Test Case: A Test Case is a sequence of Test Steps in a specified order to test if the reaction of Tested Entity could match the Expected Output. A Test Case has an explicit purpose.
Test Step: A Test Step is one step of the Test Case to fulfil the Test Case. It could be a one time message exchange or one internal change of the state.
Test Sequence: A Test Sequence is a sequence of Test Steps in a specified order.
Test Requirements: A Test Requirement stems from requirements in oneM2M. The Test Requirement describes one intended purpose of the test work. It shall be covered by at least one of the Test Cases.
Tested Entity: The entity that is been tested. The Tested Entity may be AE or CSE.
Preamble: A Test Case may have several preambles which serves as pre-conditions that need to be satisfied by the Tested Entity before the execution of the Test Sequence.
Postamble: A Test Case may have several Postambles after the execution of Test Sequence. The Postamble are to restore the Test Entity’s state if needed.
Observation Point: The point to inspect the behaviour of the Tested Entity during testing. The output inspected from the Observation Point is to be compared with the Expected Output.
Control Point: The point to trigger the reaction of the Test Entity. It may be the interface to send request to the Test Entity.
Tester: The equipment or facility that helps the testing work to the Tested Entity.
Expected Output: After a series of Test Steps, the output that is regarded to be correct according to the definition in oneM2M standard.
Supporting Layer: The supporting layer is transport layer of the primitives between Tester, Observation Point and Control Point when performing test. It could be HTTP, CoAP or MQTT according to the primitive binding method. It could also be any proprietary method the deliver the primitive which is out of scope of the current TS.
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
