One of the proposed use cases is a remote lights control. It enables the remote control of lights through a smartphone embedding an application that gains access to an oneM2M compliant service platform using HTTP binding. Such deployment of oneM2M standard of present use cases requires the execution of common procedures like Registration, Discovery, Group management, Subscription & Notification etc.

It is intedend that the TR to cover and describe other use cases, using other protocol bindings.
