Verification of TTCN-3

 Before release for use by industry and external organisations (for example Certification Bodies) the TTCN-3 code should be Verified by TST. The following principles should be followed when Verifying the TTCN-3 test code:

The TTCN-3 test cases should be Verified against at least two independent implementations (IUTs), 

In the case of a group of TTCN-3 test cases which are substantially the same, then it is sufficient to Verify each test case against one implementation providing that at least one other test case in the same group has already been Verified against two independent implementations.

The independent implementation(s) used for Verification should be intended for commercial release (that is, implementations intended for test purposes or other non-commercial use are not to be used). These implementations should not be identified.  

To submit the Verification of a test case, a company should submit a Change Request to the appropriate ATS (for example TS-0019) and an easily-readable TTCN-3 log file(s) of the test case execution showing that the Test Objective(s) has been fulfilled correctly against the implementation(s). The Change Request should also contain the IXIT information used if not contained in the log file(s). However, any information that may be commercially sensitive should be removed from both the log file(s) and the IXIT information if relevant. The Change Request should identify the version of the TTCN-3 used for the Verification. If it was necessary to modify/correct the TTCN-3 to achieve the Verification, then the relevant Git Pull Request(s) should be identified in the Change Request. For information only, the Change Request should identify the lower layer protocol(s) (binding) used for the Verification. Note that any (one) binding may be used for Verification.
In case a Change Request is later agreed against a Test Purpose which requires modification of the Verified TTCN-3 test code, then the TTCN-3 test code should be re-verified after modification.

A list of all TTCN-3 test cases and their Verification status should be maintained in the appropriate ATS(s). Once the Verification Change Request has been reviewed and agreed by TST then the ATS is updated to record the version of TTCN-3 and the binding used for the Verification.
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
