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Introduction

This contribution proposes some text for the clause 6.3.3.3 (Test Configurations) of conformance testing section of the TS-0015 Testing framework. Current examples of Test Configurations for IUT and Test System do not simulate the testing of AE under the presence of TE (Trigger Entity)  in test system which notifies AE, So that this contribution provides another example of test configuration which simulate an AE and TE (Trigger Entity) in a CF03.

In this example scenario AE in IUT will be in listening state and when TE sends an event to AE to perform specific task then AE will perform that specific task. For example, when TE notify an AE to register itself in CSE then AE will send registration request to CSE.

Test configurations

The test suite uses test configurations in order to cover the different test scenarios.

In following 3 examples, the IUT is tested by the test system simulating an AE in CF01 (no hop configuration) or an AE and a CSE in a CF02 (single hop configuration) or a CSE and Triggering Entity(TE) in a CF03(single hop configuration). 
Note: Test configuration 3 (CF03) is designed for testing AE case.

Note: Triggering Entity (TE) is a logical function module in Test Tystem which triggers IUT (AE) to perform specific tasks.

Note: Tca is a reference point for communication flows between Triggering Entity in Test System and an Application Entity (AE) for the purpose of AE testing. These flows enable the TE to send a triggering command to a target AE.
