Introduction of product profile
5.1
Introduction
Product profile is the specification with a collection of profiles of implementation that is claimed to comply to oneM2M standard. Differentiated by the different type of the implementation, different features may be supported. The profiling work is to collect features that is eligible to one certain type of implementation together. For the purpose of interoperability, vendors or service providers of the same type of implementation shall support the common set of features. 

TS-0031 includes the abstracted features that are provided by oneM2M standards. The Features are grouped into Feature Sets and then to Functions according to the service the feature is deliver. All Features in product profile specification are defined in TS-0031.
Each Feature is associated with multiple Test Purposes for conformance testing. The Test Purposes are essential for the Feature that all implementations shall pass the corresponding Test Purpose if claimed to support the Feature.
For each profile in this specification, a description of the profile and an example is needed to help understanding the type of implementation so that companies who intends to implement oneM2M can choose one of the profiles out of this specification to assist the designing and developing

 of the product. The profile with specified Features further assists the testing and certification as each Feature is associated with multiple Test Purposes.
Each profile comprises a fundamental feature set and an extendable feature set. The fundamental feature set includes Features that shall be implemented if claimed to comply with the profile. The Features shall be validated during testing and certification. The extendable feature set includes Features that are recommended to be implemented. These Features are validated on a requirement basis. The implementation may choose to support these Features and require the Certification Body to test these Features.

Definition of Product Profiles
Each Profile has an unique profile identifier. Profiles shall be based on real market product that complies to oneM2M such as platform, gateway or device. One product shall comply to at least one profile. One product may also comply to multiple profiles. In this case, the product shall support all Features from the fundamental feature set from all the profiles. All corresponding Test Purposes of the Features shall be tested in order to be certified.
There may be multiple products in the market certified against one profile.
New Profiles may be generated by moving Features from the extendable feature set to fundamental feature set of the existing Profile. In this case, the new Profile is the super set of the original profile. All services deployed against the original Profile can be deployed against the new Profile as well. The original Profile may be upgraded to the new Profile (the original Profile is deleted and superseded by the new Profile) if oneM2M agrees and all companies with products certified against the orginal agrees to upgrade their product to comply with the new Profile.
New Profiles may be generated by updating Features of the Profile. Features may be modified between releases of oneM2M. As a result, Test Purposes related to the testing of the Feature may be added or changed. Therefore resulting in new Profiles. The orginal Profile may be upgraded following the same principle.
Stale Profiles may be removed. No new product claims to comply with the Profile and the Profile is superseded by other Profiles.
5.3
Addition of Features to Profile

Addition of Feature to Profile may be adding new Feature or moving Features from extendable feature set to fundamental feature set. The Feature shall be defined in TS-0031 and have a Feature ID. The Feature may be added to an existing Profile to form a new Profile or be merged into an existing Profile. If the Feature is to be merged into an existing Profile, it shall be required to check if companies that have products comply to the Profile agrees to upgrade their product. 
Features added to a Profile shall be testable. There shall be Test Purposes corresponding to the Feature defined.
