Use case
5.1 UE Reachability monitoring
An application want to send message to the device which may be in power saving mode. In this case, the child resource <schedule> of the resource <node> is used to indicate the reachability status of the target device. The application can get to know the available status by subscribing the resource.

The “MTC Applications” that are hosted on the UE correspond to oneM2M entities which may be ADN, ASN or MN, or the UE may host a noDN. The SCS may be an IN-CSE, and the “MTC-Applications” or ASs that are hosted in an external network may be an IN-AE.

The “3GPP Domain” box in Figures 6-1 captures the functional entities that MUST be part of the 3GPP domain (the network). Although Figure 6-1 show that the IN-CSE and IN-AE are outside of the 3GPP Domain, it should be noted that the IN-CSE may be part of the operator domain. 

This figure also shows the oneM2M reference points Mcn and Mca. The Mcc reference point is not shown explicitly as it would have rendered the picture less legible, but as is defined in [i.2], clause 5, the Mcc reference point is per definition between the two CSEs on respectively the left-hand side and the right-hand side of the figure. It is transported over any available data path between the two CSEs.
