Questions raised on the text ‘complementing the SDT template’, it was agreed to update the wording as it was felt to be slightly misleading. Andreas will send some information to clarify this

Clarification how the WI is related to the base ontology is needed

It was agreed that the intention of this Work Item is to speed up the work and use existing work where possible rather than to recreate the work that has already been done.

It was felt that the latest version of ‘SARIF for city’ should be stable enough to 

Some concerns raised over the list in the scope as it is not consistent with the WI. The first point should not be ‘smart city’…if this point is to be kept then the title of the WI should be changed to include the other verticals (industry, factory, agriculture, city, etc) – it was suggested that  smart lighting, smart street, etc could also be added.

There will not be a new TS and so clause 3 needs to be updated

Reference to the WI-0067 should be removed as this WI is closed

This WI will have impact on TS-0012 & TS-0023 so this needs to be updated in the relevant table (the full name of the TS is not needed the number is enough)

This will be discussed again during the next call on February 11th and then it will be added to the TP agenda for the F2F meeting in Malaga.

Andreas (DT) has already suggested the reuse of HGI information which is already available

A common schema is felt to be important and it was suggested that OCF may be easy to adopt as the oneM2M solutions are already in line with this.
It was also suggested that nonstandard technologies should not be addressed at the moment, open standards should have priority, this however could mean deleting zigbee from the list…

It was agreed to follow this group and try to influence where appropriate. It was also agreed to present this information and the status of the discussions to the TP F2F meeting in Malaga next month.
Deutsche Telekom, Huawei, KETI, Orange and Qualcomm are currently monitoring this activity and will coordinate with oneM2M.
