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Introduction
This contribution is to inline the table of “Reused APIs applicable for both EPS and 5GS” in Annex A of TR-0024 with 3GPP TS29.522-f20 published at December 2018.
Following new features for 5G were added in the table “Reused APIs applicable for both EPS and 5GS” of 3GPP TS29.522-f20:
· In order to support the 5G location requirement, MonitoringEvent API and ResourceManagementOfBdt API introduce new supported features such as “Bdt_5G” and “Number_of_UEs_in_an_area_notification_5G”.
· In order to support an Ethernet PDU session, ChargeableParty API and ASsessionWithQoS API introduce new supported features such as “EthChgParty_5G” and “EthAsSessionQoS_5G”. If those APIs indicate the features, the UE MAC address will be included instead of the UE IP address, and in addition the Ethernet Flow description will be included instead of the IP Flow description.

Annex A : 5G NEF Northbound APIs
The NEF Northbound APIs are a set of APIs defining the related procedures and resources for the interaction between the NEF (Network Exposure Function) and the AF (Application Function). The APIs are specified in 3GPP TS 29.522 [i.19] of Release 15 (5G Phase1) and applicable for the architecture for 5GS (5G System). The APIs specify RESTful APIs that allow the AF to access the services and capabilities provided by 3GPP network entities and securely exposed by the NEF. The protocol level information of the NEF APIs refers to T8 APIs as specified in 3GPP TS 29.122 [i.18] such as the usage of HTTP, content type, notification, error handling, feature negotiation and the conventions for Open API specification files. Thus, some NEF APIs can be used for oneM2M TS-0026.
Table A-1 describes the northbound APIs which are applicable for both EPS and 5GS as defined in 3GPP TS29.522 [i. 19].
