Hammad proposed to discard earlier contributions (0036 and 0042) on the topic, clarifying that document 0060R1 supersedes both earlier documents, for which no revisions are to be expected anymore.
Muhammad presented the contribution. Poornima asked if CF02 was required for all test purposes. Miguel clarified that CF02 is required when the target is another CSE (CSE-to-CSE communication). Poornima noted that for TP10, there was no actual need to involve another CSE, which led to the Config Id being updated to CF01. A similar change was made to TP12.
TPs 13 and 14 were updated as part of an online drafting session. A revision was provided as 0060R02 which was handled at next session (TDE 51.2b), starting from TP15.
For TP15, it was clarified that the reason for the failure of the subscription does not matter, as long as the request for the subscription is not successful. The 4000 error value was selected as the most generic option but it could be any other failure reason.

For TP18, it was advised to split the test purpose in two parts as there are two possible "then" behaviours.

The document was revised several times and the meetings noted revision 05 of the document.

Miguel commented that the initial conditions for TP 001 should be corrected (correction made online and appearing in the revision of the document found in TDE-2021-0056R02). Similar comments were made to TP 016 and the author was tasked to correct it offline.
For TP 020, Bob requested the wording in the "when" section of the expected behaviour to be improved to mention "stateTransitions attribute set to NOT_EXISTENT_STATE_RESOURCE". He also expressed concern about the case where the stateTransition attribute may not refer to a non <state> child resources. There was agreement that the test case as presented is good enough and that, should the need arise, an additional test case could be defined to specifically test the type of resource referenced. Bob added that his comments also apply to the "create" case. Chaitan agreed to update the wording offline for this TP as well.
Bob noted that it might be worth considering the case of the deletion of a resource that is already referenced. It was agreed that this topic would be tackled at a later stage.

For TP 021, Bob requested correction of the initial conditions, replacing the PARENT_RESOURCE_ADDRESS with STATE_ADDRESS1 as well as clarification of the wording, including matching corrections in the expected behaviour.

Similar changes were requested for TP 022. Miguel replied that the initial conditions and the expected behaviour should instead be modified to check the value of the next state element. The modifications were performed online. A discussion took place on Table 9.6.61-3 in TS-0001 and how consistent references to it are in the rest of the specification. It was agreed that this topic would need to be brought up to SDS' attention.
For TP 023, Bob made a request similar to that made for TP 020 (to use the "NOT_EXISTENT_STATE_RESOURCE" value.
