Discussion about converting documents to markdown:

· Progress:
- Andreas and Miguel explained the progress of converting documents to markdown. It was mentioned that the team has developed a new tool to handle complex table conversions to Markdown. The conversion process is ongoing, with continuous feedback and improvements.

- It was clarified about certain limitations of current tools, particularly with handling tables. A new tool was introduced to mitigate these issues.

- It was also mentioned that to implement better error detection and correction mechanisms to streamline the conversion process and enhance tools to detect and rectify formatting inconsistencies.
· Issues: 

- Complex table rendering and verification.

- Unexpected formatting issues

- Ensuring accuracy of converted documents
Other TDE responsibilities that we need to progress:

· Next Hackathon
- Plans to host next hackathon event in the second half of 2025, with a focus on Southeast Asia like Malaysia participation and collaboration with various international bodies. KETI is now discussing with Sejong Univ. and TTA. Timeframe would be similar to the one in 2024 (mid Sep ~ end Nov) / SMEs & Academia.

- Further improvements are expected

- Further improvements are expected. Continued collaboration with Industry and Academia on research projects.

· Software development group: 

- Updates on the maintenance and setup of software, including open-source projects and security bulletins, were discussed.

- Concerns about the lack of progress in certain areas were raised.

Certification Issues:

· New certification body:   
- There is ongoing discussion about the certification bodies, with a focus on potentially establishing new forums to replace the existing ones, such as GCF.

- The complexity of certification processes and the necessity for consensus among different international bodies were highlighted.

- It was emphasized that decisions regarding certifications should not be made online but should involve thorough offline discussions.
