Scope

This document is intended to present a comprehensive overview of the layout, the structure and the features required for the new oneM2M Website.
All documentation and communication will be conducted in English.

b)
System Overview and Constraints

· Site size: Absolutely Max 100 pages, probably more like 25 pages

· Visits/day: ? (Jeff/TIA to provide current data for website) Probably never more than 1000/day at the peak of its life, including repeat visits and robots
· Remote login and management of content
· The website must be fully compatible with the following browsers

· IE9+

· FF8+

· Chrome

· Safari

· Opera

c)
Choice of CMS

The website must use a CMS platform. It should be open-source or free for cost reasons. Two obvious choices: Joomla or Wordpress.

Although Wordpress is more widely used, it is focused on blogging and its management of static content is less developed than Joomla, which has separation of content and display/layout. The oneM2M website will consist primarily of static content. The Wordpress back-end is better organised and laid out, and it comes with some out-of-the-box blogger functionality which needs to be added as plugins to Joomla.

Both have strong developer support and lots of free or cheap plugins and modules. We will need to make use of available modules and functionality in order to meet the deadlines. We should have minimal custom code or custom modules/plugins developed. Both are currently being developed and so we can expect continued support and security fixes for the foreseeable future.

Timeline
We expect this project to progress within the following deadlines:

· 2014-06-30: Barebones website (i.e. templates installed into CMS) available and handed over. Website design company’s involvement scaled back and up to oneM2M Marcom to add content.

Design and Layout
· The website must be clean, modern, uncluttered
· It must look professional, business-like. It’s an information-driven (mostly text) website, so the design should not get in the way of the content.

· The colour palette should be that of the oneM2M Brand Guidelines. The logo should be integrated tastefully into the design of the page header. The font shall follow that in the Brand Guidelines, or clear justification provided if not.
· 2 templates required: one for the home page, one for all other pages. 
· Website will have to occupy 100% of the browser window on every browser.

· Website templates will have to be mobile-friendly (at least on Android, iOS, Windows Phone 8 and Blackberry OS 7) and work well on tablets as well as phones. 

· Design should be ‘finger friendly’, i.e. don’t assume user has anything less than a fat finger to point and click with. Avoid functionality which is dependent on mouse hover (awkward on an iPad).
When designing the layout, the design company will provide mock-ups or clear examples for approval before developing them.

Website Functionalities
a)
Homepage

· News feed (fed from the news section, no external feeds).
· the news title and subtitle (no image) should be displayed for each item
· The number of title & subtitles to be displayed depends on technical/graphical feasibility. Should the text be too long, subtitles may be dropped. 

· 3 news available for display on the home page.
· Link to full list of past news items on a separate page

· Next oneM2M Meeting

· 1 meeting only to display

· Display as event format (meeting name, city/country, dates), but fed from data internal to the website. Not pulled from oneM2M Portal. 

· Should be on separate widget or appear to be an add-in, as it’s not key information. 

· Possibility to make a link from this information to another location/site 

· Meet oneM2M at….

· List of events where oneM2M is speaking or has a stand presence

· List of Event name, Location (city/country), Dates, Remote Website link

· Max. 5 events to be listed, but the list could be as short as 2 in practice. Design should take this variable into account.
· Meet oneM2M at… section on home page should also be linked to a larger page listing oneM2M endorsements and speaking opportunities etc. That page should have a longer list of events than the 5 on the home page. No event history required.

· Suitable home page banner images could be chosen. Each image can have a text overlay and the image and text could be linked to another location.
· Hotlinks:
A list of static links to sections of the website that deserve more visibility.

This could be in the website footer. 

b)
Basic page template

Simple template reproducing the same page header and footer as the home page. White/light grey background.
c)
Menu structure

Simple list of menu items at the top. 

For sub-menus, either a traditional left hand menu, or (preferred) a sub-menu bar across the top of the screen, under the main menu.
d)
News section

News page should display a list of news items, ordered by date (newest first). 

Each news item should have the full item title, date and introductory text. 

Solution could simply be to take the first 4-5 lines of the news item (which would include the date text) or have a separate introductory text (e.g. Joomla solution allows this)

Page management should be implemented, max. 10 news items per page.

Optional: users should have the ability to see only news items for a particular year.

e)
Recommended Events

Page containing a list of upcoming events at which oneM2M will have a presence, or which oneM2M will endorse. The home page list of ‘Meet oneM2M at…’ will be a sub-list of this (shorter, and not all events on this page qualify for home page publication).

Data comes from inside the CMS, not pulled from outside

Each event should have Title, Dates, Location (city/Country), Website Link, Introductory text description, and space for a banner ad for each event.
f)
Plug-in to Social Networks
For all news and events pages as a minimum, the website will have to integrate the most important current social networking features such as:

· Tweet on Twitter

· +1 on Google circles
· Facebook Like
· Pininterest

· LinkedIn

· RSS feed button

No need for Twitter tweet module integration (list of tweets)

g)
Search
The intention is to use the OoTB search provided by the CMS. 
h)
Forms

Latest News E-mail list signup form should be available from the home page.

Contact details form should be created

These two forms should result in an e-mail being sent to one or more pre-configured e-mail addresses.
Membership application form should be available. (Jeff to confirm what functionality is performed by form submission on the application form).
i)
Sitemap 
· A sitemap is needed to allow a correct indexing from Search Engines; this xml file will have to be automatically updated as new pages are created.

· A sitemap webpage should also list all pages in a comprehensible, attractive manner, introducing maybe a page search (different from the previous content search) to allow each user to find the page they are looking for (indexing page titles and metadata).
j)
Mobile support
Already covered above in Design. All parts of the site should be accessible from mobile devices of various screen sizes.
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
