8.4. 2016 Highlights
8.4.1. Proactive to provide an overview of the 2016 PR highlights
The overview was presented by Jayne Garfitt of Proactive PR. The report is available in document MARCOM-2016-076. The TP Chair expressed his gratitude for the work done by the Marcom chair and the PR agency over the past year.

(9) Webinars 

9.1. oneM2M Release 2 Webinar: November 3  
9.1.1. Overview:  During this webinar Dale Seed, a Principal Engineer, IoT Research and Development, at InterDigital and Convida Wireless, explored the new features and functions of oneM2M’s Release 2. The impact the 17 specifications will have on the IoT industry was also explored, with Cisco expecting the number of devices that can connect with one another to reach 50 billion by the year 2020. 
201 people registered. 90 people viewed the webinar live, a further 91 viewed the recording of it. 90 of the original 201 have yet to view the video. Viewing numbers doubled in the first month of webinar being online, we expect another 90-100 viewers in the next 2 months.

9.2. Joint webinar with HPE: A discussion has started
(10) Certification Logo
10.1. The discussion related to the certification logo has been continuing.  The legal committee is currently determining the language and the rules of usage.
TTA presented a new logo design, below, which differs significantly from the previously circulated design but keeps the separation between what is certified (compliance to oneM2M standards) and who is certifying (‘Certified by TTA’). A previous design also keeping this separation was discussed between a TTA vice-president and the ETSI Director General at the recent ETSI IoT/M2M workshop, and was considered acceptable by ETSI. 
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The three logo variants can be used depending on the support or packaging on which the logo is being displayed (e.g. the inverse colour to be used on black packaging).

No objections were received to the use of this logo. Delegates were happy to see the use of the oneM2M logo as part of the certification logo. 

Next steps are outside of Marcom: TTA will present this logo to the SC. The SC may draw up some high-level guidelines on who can use or can authorise the use of the logo. The designer who developed the logo should deliver logo usage guidelines (colour definitions, fonts, spacing etc.) for use by TTA, who have commissioned and own the logo. TTA have indicated they will authorise the use of this logo by other Partner Type 1s and will supply logo graphic files etc. Partner Type 1s are not required to use or register this logo.

(11) Speaking 

11.1. Speaker’s Bureau

11.1.1. MARCOM is continuing to build a speaker’s bureau for which additional speakers are always sought.  There are currently 2 available slots: 
· Smart Home Summit Asia in Beijing, China, on Jan 12-13, 2017.
· Smart Cities International Symposium and Exhibition in Chicago, US, on Jan 24.  InterDigital has offered to take this slot if no one else is interested but recognizes they took the last two and are willing to wait to see if someone else is interested. 
O. Elloumi suggests to contact Huawei for the summit in Beijing and Qualcomm for the symposium in Chicago.
11.2. Recent

11.2.1. Omar Elloumi (Nokia) spoke on a Smart Cities panel at IoT World Europe on November 21, 2016. He explained that there were a lot of decision makers and this was a good opportunity to reach high level executives. He added that if there is a chance to talk at this event next year, it should be taken. This applies to the same event in California.
11.2.2. Ultan Mulligan (ETSI), Omar Elloumi (Nokia), Nicolas Damour (Sierra Wireless), Josef Blanz (Qualcomm) and Dale Seed (InterDigital) formed a panel and discussed Release 2 as part of IoT Slam on December 1, 2016. Ultan Mulligan explained that the session was interesting but there were very few participants so there would probably no point in doing this again.
11.2.3. Nadine Manjaro (InterDigital) spoke on “Effectively scaling cities while maintaining reliability and interoperability of the connectivity infrastructure” as part of a panel at Smart Cities Summit on December 6, 2016.

13.2. OMA would like to do a joint byline with oneM2M based on Nicolas Damour’s presentation for the OMA webinar. The next steps to get this activity started are currently being discussed. 

13.3. ETSI Workshop Highlights: Ultan Mulligan explained that there was a tutorial session on the first day with a good level of attendance. The main workshop lasted for 3 days. There were about 10 demonstrations with various companies running in parallel, some were new players that had never participated before. Different oneM2M applications were showcased in particular scenarios. 
Omar Elloumi gave more details about some of the presentations and showcases: applications to smart cities, security, Semantics. This workshop was a success. 
Omar Elloumi also explained that C-DOT had made an assessment of all IoT standards and had come to the conclusion that oneM2M was the most comprehensive worldwide standard for IoT interworking. They are now working hard towards the adoption of oneM2M standards in India. This information is publicly available
