4 Review of open Action Status

5 Feedback on Mission, Vision and tagline proposal from workshop 
Marcom chair presented the outcome of workshop on oneM2M mission, vision and taglines happened in the last Marcom meeting. It was suggested by members to refine the statements of vision and mission to remove the ambiguity.
Actions: Proactive PR to check the wording and keep or propose and improvements while keeping the sense and keywords same. 
Proactive PR to do market research on the use of the taglines 
Decision: It was preferred to not present the proposal to next SC meeting.
6 Regional vice chair positions update
Chair asked members to volunteer for the position. 

7 Update on presentation of first webdesign proposal and sitemap
Chair gave a presentation on revised version of webdesign proposal and sitemap. The presentation had layout options of the full page of new oneM2M site as well as the developers corner (link embedded). 
Andreas Neubacher and Josef Blanz suggested that instead of positioning the "Testimonials" up-front, a picture with a link to some "oneM2M Basics" be placed in that location, to facilitate oneM2M newbie to directly jump to information about what a oneM2M service layer actually is.
Ken Figuerdo informed that segmentation of developers corner requires more discussion. He suggested to have an offline discussion with Andreas Neubacher and Josef Blanz and circulate recommendations.

Peter Kim asked the possibility of tracking information of people who downloads oneM2M specs.

Chair informed negative as it would increase the complexity due to GDPR law in EU.

Peter and Andreas also suggested having a possibility of tackling questions related to oneM2M specs and implementation.
Action: Ken Figuerdo to have offline discussion with Andreas Neubacher, Josef Blanz and Laurent Velez  on the segmentation in web design and reorganisation of developers corner section and send recommendations to chair.

Chair to share sitemap with Andreas Neubacher to work on primary and secondary keywords for SEO. 
Decision: Volunteers to provide their recommendations on the segmentation and reorganization of web design and developers corner respectively to chair by next TP meeting. The agency will work on web design based these recommendations.
