4. Review of open Action Status


There are no open action items discussed.

5. Contributions


5.1. Graphic design of new oneM2M logo
Chair apprised that the design agency was asked to work on new version of oneM2M logo including different colors and the tagline same. Chair presented no. of proposals with various colors like blue, red and orange. 
Later, Chair suggested to stay with the original scheme of color i.e. red as oneM2M brand already established and widely recognized in the world. Rebranding will incur lot of cost and efforts. It was also suggested that adopting new scheme will cause the SDOs to again register the logo.

All members agreed to sticking with the original color scheme of the logo. Ken Figueredo also mentioned that the sentiments associated with red color’s characteristics matches with the work of oneM2M.

Peter Kim agreed with the suggestion. He also asked to review the logo proposals internally. He also suggested to italicize tagline.
As requested by Andreas, Chair agreed to check with design agency to search new standard fonts other than Myriad Pro of the tagline.

5.2. Update on web-design proposal and sitemap
Chair apprised that the agency was asked to work on the inputs and suggestions discussed last time. Chair presented the new homepage. She also informed that the new homepage will be compatible to use in tabs. Chair presented and explained about different templates. Chair later navigated to and explained menus and submenus in the homepage.
Chair also pointed that the vision statement at the top of homepage is essential in the SEO aspect.

Andreas commented on the non-uniformity of the images in the using oneM2M section of the homepage. He suggested to use images instead of sketches in all subsections of using oneM2M section in the homepage in order to maintain the uniformity.

Peter Kim, Roland Hechwartner also agreed with the suggestion made by Andreas.

Chair told that such sketches are helpful in depicting what subsections of using oneM2M (in homepage) conveys. 
Peter commented on the unclear partition of the menu and sub-menu (in blue part) in the ‘Using oneM2M’ landing page. He suggested that this would create confusion among the users. 
Chair suggested to avoid making big changes in the templates.

5.3. Update on PR activities
ProActive started by giving the update on following recent PR activities 

5.3.1. Press Releases

· A news release highlighting the number of new members is currently in Marcom review.

· A press release will be drafted on the Indian Government smart cities and a briefing call will take place on Thursday.  

· A news release on oneM2M’s involvement in the InDiCo project is in the pipeline and a briefing call will take place on Thursday. 

· A briefing call is being held on June 5 to discuss a possible press release on Release 4. 

· A joint ETSI press release is coming up and we are awaiting further information. 

· A news release on new deployments is in the pipeline.

· A briefing call is planned for August to discuss a possible press release on the interworking with ITU-T.

· A news release on the Interop event in September is currently being discussed.

· A joint PR is with ATIS / OFC is on hold for now. 

· oneM2M also plans to host a Hackathon event in Belgium, which has the potential for a press release. This has been postponed due to CO-VID19.

· IoT Tech Expo webinar – A media invite has been issued. 

· Release 4 – A media invite has been drafted for the Release 4 webinar and is with oneM2M for review. 

5.3.3. Editorial
· A feature for IEEE Newsletter has been published with content used from the IIC Whitepaper.

· A feature based on the oneM2M mature standard has been submitted to IoT Agenda. Proactive PR is currently monitoring for coverage. 

· Proactive PR has secured the opportunity to provide a series of articles for IEEE Communications Standards Magazine. oneM2M to decide topic before proceeding. 

· Opportunities have been secured for CIE Online, IoT Evolution World, Geo Connexion on the ETSI AI project. We are awaiting information for these. 

· A feature is currently being drafted for RCR Wireless on the GCF / oneM2M initiative. 

· A feature on oneM2M’s mobile networks webinar is in approvals.

· A feature is currently being drafted on the topic of smart cities for IoT News. 

· A feature has been secured for the IEEE Standards in IoT issue for 2021. 

· A comment piece on IoT standardisation is due to be published in IoT Now Transport and the coverage is expected in Autumn. 

· A feature for IoT now has been submitted based on the IIC white paper. Proactive PR is currently monitoring for coverage. 

· Following the briefing with Ken, a Q&A piece is due to be published in the July issue of Satellite Evolution. 

· A comment piece on the oneM2M standard will be published in Active Cyber following a briefing with Ken and Peter.

· An article on semantic interoperability was submitted to Networking+.

· Networking + has expressed interest in featuring Roland’s latest executive interview.

· Alongside the daily Twitter schedule, PPR shared and updated the 'Did you Know' oneM2M specification for Japanese translation. PPR will also create new (DYK) graphic, following Ken’s feedback.
