4. Review of open Action Status


There are no open action items discussed.

5. Contributions


5.1. Update on graphic design of new oneM2M logo
Chair gave brief background of the last meeting’s discussion and agreement. The design agency was asked to explore new fonts, style and colour for tagline. It was agreed to stick with original scheme of colours. 

Chair presented the updated proposals with new fonts. Chair suggested to use ‘Lato Regular’ font with red tagline. It was clarified that the logo will be an image file and new ppt templates will be made available by the agency. 
It was also suggested to verify if new proposals supported by MS-PowerPoint.

Action: Estelle to initiate one-week review period for proposal post which it will be presented in next SC meeting for validation.
5.2. Discussion on web-design template feedback
Chair gave a brief background of the discussion and actions of the last meeting. Feedbacks were received from Andreas Craft on the templates presented in last meeting which were incorporated.
The templates were well received by the SC and were approved.

Further, Estelle gave the status update of the web-design. 

No feedback received on SEO sitemap. Estelle presented the timeline of website project. Work on mapping relevant keywords with webpages is in progress. The design is being finalised which will be made available by end of month. First draft of content for ‘Releasing oneM2M’ section have been made available. The website is expected to go live by end of November this year. 
Estelle further presented the SEO sitemap. Andreas agreed to work with design agency for verification of relevant keywords with content for SEO.
It was decided to set up a meeting with design agency to discuss on validating keywords for SEO.

Chair expressed to quickly finalise web content to start site testing. Ken agreed to provide the content to Estelle by end of week for further action.
Estelle also to check with agency on timeline for submitting web content to design agency.
Action: Estelle to organise a meeting with Andreas, Ken and the design agency to work on SEO
Action: Ken to progress on web content 

5.3. Feedback on 2021 budget proposal

Chair informed about meeting with finance committee where budget was discussed. 
The feedback received was shared with members. The revised proposal was reduced by 14K dollars. 
The budget for speaker/analyst support, Web Update and Event Sponsoring were reduced due to current situation. The budget for web update was postponed to Year 2022. The proposal was supported by the members.
Action: The proposal to be shared with members for one-week review period.
5.4. Update on PR activities
ProActive gave the following the update recent PR activities - 
5.4.1. Press Releases

· A news release highlighting the number of new members has been distributed on June 1 and a full coverage report has been shared.  
· A press release is in the pipeline on Release 4 following the webinar on June 17. 

· A press release is currently being drafted on the Indian Government smart cities. 

· A joint ETSI press release is currently being drafted by PPR. 

· A briefing call is planned for August to discuss a possible press release on the interworking with ITU-T.

· A news release on oneM2M’s involvement in the InDiCo project will be drafted later in the year. 

· A news release on the Interop event in September is currently being discussed.

· A joint PR is with ATIS / OFC is on hold for now. 

· oneM2M also plans to host a Hackathon event in Belgium, which has the potential for a press release. This has been postponed due to CO-VID19.

5.4.2. Media alerts 

· Release 4 – A media invite has been issued on June 8 prior to the Release 4 webinar
5.4.3. Editorial
· A comment piece on the oneM2M standard has been published on Active Cyber following a briefing with Ken and Peter.
· A feature has been published on Enterprise IoT Insights on the GCF initiative. This is also being pitched to RCR Wireless. 
· Proactive PR has secured the opportunity to provide a series of articles for IEEE Communications Standards Magazine. PPR monitoring for coverage of two articles and planning submissions for next issue.
· PPR is currently drafting features on the ETSI AI project for CIE Online, IoT Evolution World, Geo Connexion. 
· A feature on oneM2M’s mobile networks webinar has been approved and PPR is currently pitching to publications. 
· A feature based on the oneM2M mature standard is currently being re-worked for IoT Agenda, following feedback from the publication. 
· A feature has been secured for the November issue of Instrumentation Monthly on India’s First Living Lab. 
· A feature is currently being drafted on the topic of smart cities for IoT News. 
· A comment piece on IoT standardisation is due to be published in IoT Now Transport and the coverage is expected in Autumn. 
· A feature for IoT Now has been submitted based on the IIC white paper. Proactive PR is currently monitoring for coverage. 
· Following the briefing with Ken, a Q&A piece is due to be published in the July issue of Satellite Evolution. 
· An article on semantic interoperability has been submitted to Networking+.
· Networking + has expressed interest in featuring Roland’s latest executive interview
· A feature has been secured for the IEEE Standards in IoT issue for 2021

· The Release 4 webinar has taken place on June 17 and PPR has circulated a PR plan following this.
· A webinar on ‘Data marketplace work in Korea’ is also due to be arranged

· Proactive PR has successfully pitched Dr. Sachin Chaudhari’s Executive Interview to publications and an article will appear in Instrumentation Monthly as a result

· Proactive PR is currently pitching an Executive Interview for Parthiv Parikh (SGS). 

· Potential ESTI Enjoy article on joint oneM2M / 3GPP interview has been pushed back to next issue. 
5.4.7. Briefings 

· A briefing call is scheduled for June 10 with Transforma Insights.

5.4.8. Social Media Activity   

· PPR has shared two fortnightly social media schedules for June.
· PPR shared and updated the 'Did You Know' oneM2M specification for Japanese translation. PPR will also create new (DYK) graphic, following Ken’s feedback.

· An additional schedule promoting oneM2M’s Executive Interviews has also been drafted

Ken suggested to translate the twitter content on ‘did you know’ on oneM2M into Korean and Japanese to post it for respective markets. Peter Kim informed that the content is already being translated and posted on twitter and Korean social media regularly.

Ken also suggested the same for stakeholders of German and French market. It was discussed if such initiative gives much value as German companies are proficient in English.

Chair welcomed the suggestions and stressed to conduct more webinars. Chair also informed about the ETSI Security week which was conducted as a series of webinars which attracted more viewers than physical events. 
Roland suggested to plan a webinar with GCF on certification plan

Chair gave few ideas on potential webinars and suggested an agenda item for next meeting to discuss on developing webinars in future.
