5.1. Update on graphic design of new oneM2M logo
Chair informed that all templates, logo (in different colors and format), PowerPoint templates and the branding guide have been received. Some amendment is required in the branding guide. The Chair further informed that these will be shared with the membership once amendment is done in the branding guide.
Chair further informed that it is decided to use old Myriad Pro font for the content part of PPT as the previously selected Lato font had compatibility issue.
It was also informed that the new logo and tagline launch will be clubbed with the website launch.

Mr. Andreas Kraft and Mr. Andreas Neubacher shared a request to investigate the possibility of selecting monospace font in the PPT template with wide compatibility.
As this requirement was felt essential, it was decided to ask the agency to investigate and propose such monospace fonts with wide compatibility for new Powerpoint templates.

Following updates were made – 

· Overall development finalized.
· A database being developed which will contain deployment page information for interactive map on the homepage and dedicated part of website.
· The agency – Relevance provided with access to website database and backup.
· Migration to start progressively 
Further, a provisional timeline was proposed according to which the testing and amendment was to be done by Second half of October, migration in 1st week of Nov and actual migration of the website to be started by 9th November 2020. 

New website expected to go live on 24th November 2020.
