5. Contributions

5.1.  Marcom strategy plan 2021
A presentation on the Marcom Strategy Plan 2021 was given by the Chair – Marcom.

Chair informed the committee about the actions and deliverables for Marcom committee for year 2021.The briefing was also made regarding focus areas, operations and mission of Marcom for year 2021, brief on marcom ops for 2021. An update on the budget was also given.
Chair presented some initial drafts of key messages and invited comments/suggestions from the members. Chair also informed about an event calendar which will help the committee in planning, increase visibility among the membership to help identify speakers.

5.2.  Update on new oneM2M website
Estelle gave the updates on the present status of the new oneM2M website. A brief on the update is as follows:
· Homepage of website is completed while page content is finalised except some minor edits/ formatting changes.

· Migration from test server shall start by second week of March 2021.

· Testing, reporting and amending of the website to be completed by 3rd week of March 2021.
· Website to go live by end of March or earlier.

· Preparation to promote new website to start in parallel.

Chair suggested that website be shared with marcom community before official launch for final review. Estelle to communicate before amending phase.

Peter Kim asked about the availability of homepages of new website in different languages to which Chair informed that the decision not taken yet. She also informed that since English is the base for oneM2M standards documents, it was opined by many members to stick with English. 

5.3.  Presentation on Sustainability and IoT
Dale Seed, chair SDS WG gave a presentation on proposal to build a sustainable sub-committee with plan to work with marcom in creating/generating useful content to advertise/promote oneM2M standards externally, ensuring wider visibility and awareness.
It was also informed that the proposal was already presented in TP 49 and SC and was well received by the delegates. SC had directed to consult the marcom committee to prevent any overlap.
Dale also provided the ToR of the committee and indicated to engaging members who were recently added from TSDSI.

Chair was positive with the initiative and agreed that it should be part of oneM2M.  However, it was felt that this subcommittee should be a separate subcommittee which could leverage technical experts from the TP as well as externally and marketing experts from MARCOM. 
Chair also pointed out the need for a clear value proposition and deliverables of this committee in order to generate interests and promote oneM2M’ sustainability work in the best way.
Chair informed that the views on the proposal shall be shared with SC chair.
