5. Contributions

5.1. Update on new oneM2M website launch & promotions
The chair updated that the announcement of the new oneM2M website was shared using multiple channels such as various mailing lists, social media, etc. The second round of outreach would be conducted at the end of May. The chair also informed that the announcement would also have a mention in ETSI magazines. Members were requested to advertise the website in their circles. The chair informed that the analytical data of the website would be collated and shared in the next meeting.

Vice-Chair, Marcom, informed that he had shared comments indicating errors as well as suggestions for improving the website. Further, suggestions were invited from members to improve the website.
5.2. Update on recent SSC call

The chair gave a brief update on the proceedings of recently held SSC subcommittee meeting. High level next steps for Marcom committee were identified such as publishing short articles, arranging webinars and publishing whitepapers on though-leadership. A format for case studies was shared. The initiatives for Marcom for this year were proposed and discussed.
5.3. Review of event calendar
PR Proactive team presented speaking opportunities in IoT Virtual Summit and IoT Tech Expo Global events. Ken suggested to secure the panel discussion for the later event. 

The chair suggested the Proactive team to share the emails on the speaking opportunities to the marcom community for a wider reach. It was suggested to follow the same approach for future opportunities and events.
Ken mentioned about an article he wrote for IoT Now magazine whose editor contacted him for recording the podcast on the topic which was published last week. Ken will share the details about the podcast with Estelle for posting on LinkedIn. He pointed out the importance of launching such stories in multiple outlets and platforms to popularise oneM2M.

Vice-Chair informed that the IoT Korea week organisers were planning to have an onsite exhibition. He further informed that Joey would be sending emails to the community asking for oneM2M implementation statuses and cases for showcasing in the event. He requested to spread the information among members to help gather contributions.
Bindoo informed about a series of webinars on oneM2M which TSDSI is planning to organise as a part of India-EU partnership project. She further informed about the TSDSI’s Tech Deep Dive conference scheduled for October for which a session on oneM2M related topics is being explored. 
The chair suggested to use oneM2M’s bright talk channel for the webinars. 
The chair informed about the proposal for regional VC position which shall be discussed in next Marcom meeting.
