4. Review of open Action Status


There are no open action items discussed.
5. Contributions

5.1. Review of new oneM2M website analytics
Estelle presented the analytics data of the new oneM2M website and following points were noted:
· An increase of 280.15% in visitors and 269.18% in page views for period from 1 to 21 June 2021 as compared to last year. 

· 10 most viewed pages – ‘what is oneM2M’ page being the most viewed after homepage.
· Top 10 countries to visit the website with India on top followed by South Korea.
· To increase the visibility of oneM2M, focus will be on releasing more PRs, flashing short news of events on website, executive viewpoints, and using other channels such as Linkedin, twitter and news mailing lists. Members were invited to help give inputs and contributions. Members were also requested to join and follow the oneM2M group Linkedin group and twitter handle respectively
· Chair informed about the oneM2M bright talk channel as another medium for promoting oneM2M.
It was informed by Estelle that there will be regular monitoring of the analytics and updates in the upcoming marcom meetings.

Ken pointed out that he has never received any mails from the oneM2M news mailing list. It was also noted that there are 2 oneM2M groups on linkedin which might be confusing for the visitors.
Estelle agreed to check if content is being delivered from oneM2M news mailing list. She also agreed to check if the two oneM2M linkedin groups can be merged into one group.

Ken further requested Estelle to make a mention of Indico event in China and C-DOT-TSDSI webinar event in the news section of the website.

5.2.  Update on PR activities & review of event calendar
Proactive team presented the following updates and discussed the upcoming speaking slots:
5.2.1.  Press Releases

· A press release is planned to announce progress toward/ the announcement of Release 4

James from Proactive offered to put media alert for sustainability webinar, Indico event and C-DOT-TSDSI webinar event. It was further asked if any news regarding Release 4 timeline and Release 5 updates can be released in upcoming publications. To this, Roland informed that there is a delay in finalisation of Release 4 specifications. He also agreed that some initial content on Release 5 for PR can be released. 
James offered to develop initial content with team and share with Roland for inputs.
James further asked if there’s any news content related to standards for Public Service Enablers. Ken informed about the coverage on smart lifts work on twitter. 
James agreed to refer the tweets for content and further connect with Roland to explore more content.
5.2.2. Editorial

· An article on the topic of IoT and sustainability has been published in Architecture & Governance Magazine. 

· Proactive PR is monitoring for coverage of an article on the role of IoT in public safety communications in Pipeline Magazine. 

· An article on the topic of IoT systems has been published on IoT for All.  

· Proactive PR is monitoring for coverage of comments provided to Digital Bulletin on the topic of smart city transport. 

· A feature opportunity for IoT Now Transport was secured on the topic of smart city transport. OneM2M was unable to accept the opportunity, however plans to submit an article on the same topic to IoT for All in the future.

5.2.3. Interviews
· An interview with Dale Seed on The Peggy Smedley Show has been published on the topic of oneM2M’s sustainability initiative. 

5.2.4.  Speaking opportunities

· A speaking opportunity for the Future of Communications Conference has been secured. Shane He will present on the topic of the importance of interoperability. 

· Shane He has also been accepted as a speaker at the IoT Virtual Summit with a presentation confirmed on the topic of oneM2M architecture and IoT security. 

· A speaking opportunity has been confirmed for Bob Flynn at IoT Tech Expo North America, where he will join the Integrating IoT Connectivity panel.

· Andreas Neubacher has been accepted as a speaker on the Integrating IoT Connectivity panel at IoT Tech Expo Global on behalf of oneM2M.

5.2.5. Executive Interviews

5.3. Discussion on proposal for Marcom Regional Vice-Chair position
Chair informed about the need of more Marcom Regional Vice Chairs to help increase the reach of oneM2M worldwide. Chair also presented a slide deck on the expected role, responsibilities and eligibility for this role.

It was informed that the application will be validated by the entire marcom community and the appointment will be for one Year. 
Note: After the meeting, the chair has received the information that according to the directives : anyone who is a member or partner in oneM2M may apply for this position. The oneM2M secretariat is managing the applications and its election process.
The job description has been uploaded the portal.
Chair invited TSDSI and other regional SDOs to propose its candidate for vice chair position in the next meeting. Chair wished to have a presentation from the candidate showcasing the following:

· why candidate is applying, 


· what and how will he/she be able to add value to committee.

Vice Chair also suggested that there should be a vice chair from regions that don’t have English as preferred language.

5.4. Discussion on Marcom budget 

Chair informed that she was asked the finance committee for reducing the budget for year 2021 and provide first forecast. The forecast which was presented to finance committee was shared with marcom community. In the forecast, the budget for the corporate video and communication collaterals was reduced.  
Chair informed that the project to make corporate video may be aborted and further suggested alternatives of corporate videos and collaterals to reach audiences. 

Chair further informed that the proposal is under discussion and will be informed in the next Marcom meeting.
 
Aurindam provided a suggestion of deploying a working pilot as a major step towards promoting oneM2M. He further suggested that partners and members can come together to fund and contribute in the initiative. 
Chair and members welcomed the proposal but also pointed out that the proposal requires legal, financial assessments and involvement of experts from Steering Committee. Ken pointed out that the discussion on such proposal had happened in the past but was not formalised. 
The proposal was noted and will be further discussed in upcoming Marcom meetings.
