4. Review of open Action Status


There are no open action items discussed.
5. Contributions

5.1. Review of new oneM2M website analytics
Estelle presented the analytics data of oneM2M website for the month of July and following points were noted:
· Website saw an increase of 7.64% in users since June 2021 with 1873 new users.

· ‘what is oneM2M’, developers section and specifications were the most viewed pages.
· Top 10 countries to visit the website with India on top followed by USA.
· An increase of 550.35% in new users and 435.41% page views was noted when compared to last year’s data. 

The data looked promising and website doing good job in increasing visibility of oneM2M. 
James wondered if it’s possible to know the source of new users, where they are coming from. 

It was agreed to include this information in upcoming analytics report. 

Estelle requested members to share information of interest to oneM2M to upload on the website.

5.2. UCL Research Interview Invitation
Chair, Marcom apprised the members about the University College London (UCL) conducting a research project under which they had contacted a number of oneM2M technical experts, interviewing them about the oneM2M standards and its collaboration with other SDOs. 

Some members who were in contact with the UCL team provided a positive feedback and supported the view of Chair, Marcom in leveraging the opportunity to promote oneM2M by participating in the project.
Chair, Marcom also suggested the TSDSI and TTA partners to volunteer in the project and provide a regional perspective. 

5.3.  Update on PR activities 
Proactive team presented the following updates and discussed the upcoming speaking slots:
5.3.1. Press Releases

· A press release to announce progress toward/ the announcement of Release 4 and Release 5 has been distributed. Proactive PR is monitoring for coverage.

5.3.2.  Editorial

· An article on the role of IoT in public safety communications has been published in Pipeline Magazine. 

· An article has been secured on the topic of IoT and sustainability for IoT Evolution World. Proactive PR is awaiting editorial guidelines for the piece. 

· A feature on the topic of IoT communications has been submitted to IoT For All. 

· Proactive PR is monitoring for coverage of comments provided to Digital Bulletin on the topic of smart city transport. 

5.3.3.  Speaking opportunities

· Proactive PR is conducting event outreach to secure new speaking opportunities. Event partnerships are in progress with Telecoms World Asia, Digital Twin World and IoT World. 

· A tab has been created by Proactive PR in the Promotions Tracker that outlines relevant speaking opportunities for the following events: Call and Contact Center Expo, IoT Tech Expo Europe and Embedded Technology Convention 2022.

· Ken Figueredo will be speaking at the upcoming 5th IoT Global Innovation Forum on the topic of IoT standards. 

· Shane He will be representing oneM2M as a speaker at the Future of Communications Conference with a presentation on interoperability. 

· Shane will also be speaking on the topic of oneM2M architecture and IoT security at the IoT Virtual Summit. 

· Bob Flynn will be speaking on behalf of oneM2M at IoT Tech Expo North America on the Integrating IoT Connectivity panel. 

· Andreas Neubacher has been accepted as a speaker on the Integrating IoT Connectivity panel at IoT Tech Expo Global on behalf of oneM2M.

Joey apprised about the upcoming IoT week Korea which will be held in October in physical (F2F) mode. He also informed that several regional companies had already agreed to showcase their products and solutions in the exhibition. He invited the members of oneM2M to showcase their oneM2M based products, services, solutions, use cases etc. in the IoT week Korea exhibition. Due to international travel restrictions, members can share their promotional materials such as videos etc which can be showcased in the exhibition.
TP Chair agreed to broadcast the information about the exhibition in the TP to invite participants.
Chair – Marcom informed about the Marcom budget for travel for participation which members can reimburse if it’s not covered by their organisation. She further informed that the oneM2M corporate video project is on standby and discussions are still going on by the SC. And it is highly unlikely to come up with the video in IoT week Korea. She suggested to showcase the new oneM2M website and brochures which is expected to be completed by October. 

Chair suggested the Proactive team to send an email to the SC and TP regarding the IoT Korea week for promotion and wider outreach.
Actions: Vice-Chair, Marcom and Joey are requested to share details about the event to Marcom team which will be used to promote the event over website and emails.
