4. Review of open Action Status

5. Contributions

5.1. Nomination of Chair – Marcom position 

TSDSI informed that they will be submitting the nomination shortly.

5.2. Review of oneM2M website analytics and social media stats 
Estelle presented the oneM2M website and social media analytics for past few weeks. 

On being asked if it is possible to determine the number of visitors who are not registered on the members portal, it was clarified that there is no link between visiting oneM2M website and having an account on oneM2M members portal. 
Ken informed that the twitter and Linkedin accounts of oneM2M does not offer additional analytical capabilities like viewers profiling etc. He further requested members who participate in various events speaking on oneM2M to share the images and snapshots with him to help create content for social media like LinkedIn. It was clarified that post event information can also be shared for posting on social media channels.
Aurindam suggested creating a dashboard of events which can be accessed by members where they could fill-in details about the events. Ken clarified that such dashboard exists on oneM2M website which is updated by Estelle. The idea of providing open access to dashboard was dropped due to security issues.
Chair suggested to add more information about profiling (such as number of visitors using PC, phone etc. to visit oneM2M website) in future reports. 
5.3. Update on oneM2M generic video production

Chair presented the first draft of the video with the target to invite feedback. It was clarified that some infographic details like video title, oneM2M logo, contact information and social media related information will be added in the final version of the video. 
Chair clarified that the watermarks on the images was due to the video being in draft stage. Once the video gets approved, the agency will complete the due diligence to remove the watermarks.
The link to the video was shared with the community to review and provide feedback. It was clarified that large modifications were not possible because the script was already validated and professional voice over was done. However, it is possible to change or add the videos and images. 
Chair reiterated that she would like to improve the video to explain the role of oneM2M standards and requested inputs from members. 
5.4. PR Updates
Chair informed that Ken would continue to work with oneM2M Marcom. She also informed that TSDSI is currently negotiating with the PR agency for their contract. Hence, they will not be joining this call. 
Ken gave the following updates regarding the PR activity
· An executive interview with Roland was published in the January 2022. 
· A short article in one of the Canadian newspapers focussing on national campaign on IoT will be published in March. 
· An interview with a professor in Finland who is working on IoT & 6G is planned. 
· Interviews with students who did the study on IoT standardization for the University College London is also in the pipeline.
· An executive interview with TCS on their work on sustainability initiative is also planned. 
Ken suggested to identify potential speakers among TP members or new members from India to organize interviews or articles later in year. A list of the potential speakers may be compiled so they could be contacted for the interviews.
Bindoo informed members about a webinar organized by TEC which was promoted by Ken.
Another webinar is being planned with Roland and other experts on oneM2M IPR. Roland informed that he is in contact with the team and is working to finalise the content. Once that is done, they will come out with the date.
Chair suggested to share the information about these events with Estelle so it can be uploaded on website and social media for promotion. 
Roland mentioned that he is working on the content for his next executive interview which will be summarizing the TP 53 held in February 2022.  

Roland also mentioned that he is invited by the ABI research for the interview on oneM2M and Smart Cities which will take place in beginning of March.
