Scope

1.1
oneM2M Trademark Usage Guidelines

These guidelines provide information about the appropriate use of oneM2M trademarks by oneM2M Participants and third parties.  
oneM2M Partners Type 1 have agreed that they may register the following oneM2M marks in their respective jurisdictions: (1) the term “oneM2M”; and (2) the oneM2M logo: 
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Hereinafter, they are referred to as “the Marks”.  Only oneM2M Partners Type 1 are authorized to register these Marks.  
While this document provides common guidance for oneM2M Participants and others on the use of these Marks, there may be specific guidance related to the use of the Marks in a particular jurisdiction.  Additional information about the use of the reproduction and use of the oneM2M logo can be found in [1].

Registration of Marks by oneM2M Partners Type 1

It is anticipated that the Marks may be registered in:

· China by the China Communications Standards Association (CCSA);

· European Union and EFTA by the European Telecommunications Standards Institute (ETSI);

· India by the Telecommunications Standards Development Society, India (TSDSI)

· Japan by the Association of Radio Industries and Businesses (ARIB) and/or Telecommunication Technology Committee (TTC);

· South Korea by the Telecommunications Technology Association (TTA); and

· United States by the Alliance for Telecommunications Industry Solutions (ATIS) and/or Telecommunications Industry Association (TIA).

oneM2M may approve the registration of the Marks in additional jurisdictions in the future.

How the oneM2M Marks may be used

4.1
Do not alter Marks

When using a oneM2M Mark, NEVER vary the spelling, add or delete hyphens, make one word two, or use a possessive or plural form of the Mark.  Never abbreviate a Mark to create a new acronym.

The term “oneM2M” should include “one” as lower case and “M2M” as upper case, all of which with no spaces.  At this time, the Partners Type 1 do not intend to use ONEM2M in upper case, although that stylization and any other stylization may be protected by specific Partner Type 1’s registration(s).

The oneM2M logo shall be rendered in accordance with the oneM2M Logo Brand Guidelines [1].  Only approved oneM2M logo artwork may be used.  The color logo (as shown above) is the preferred format of the logo. Use of the black and white logo is permitted only when media reproduction is black only.

4.2
General use of term “oneM2M” within a document 
THE FIRST USAGE of the term “oneM2M,” cited in the body of a shall be accompanied by the symbol ™ (i.e., superscript “TM”) including in the title, table of contents, and foreword.  

Example:   oneM2M™

On the SAME PAGE that the ™ is applied to the first use of the term “oneM2M” (other than the exceptions below), the following footnote shall be added in any document:

oneM2M is a trademark of the Partners Type 1 of oneM2M.  

4.3
Use of the term “oneM2M” in title/cover pages and table of contents

Special guidelines apply if the actual first usage of the term oneM2M is in/on:

· Title or cover page. If the first usage of “oneM2M” appears in the TITLE or on a COVER PAGE, the ™ should appear with the term “oneM2M”; however, the footnote requirement listed above is not required for the title or the cover page.  The footnote requirement will be associated with:  (1) the next use of the term oneM2M that is not in a title, cover page, the table of contents, or any software code, or code-related terminology; or (2) the use of the Mark on a page containing notices of copyrights and registrations.
· Table of Contents.  If the first usage of “oneM2M” appears in the TABLE of CONTENTS, the footnote is not required at that point of the document.  The ™ and the footnote requirement listed above will be associated with: (1) the next use of the term oneM2M that is not in a title, the table of contents, or any software code, or code-related terminology; or (2) the use of the Mark on page containing notices of copyrights and registrations.
4.4
General use of the oneM2M logo within a document

The ™ symbol should not be used in conjunction with the oneM2M logo.

On the SAME PAGE that the oneM2M logo appears, the following footnote shall be added in any document:
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 is a trademark of the Partners Type 1 of oneM2M.

If the oneM2M logo appears in the TITLE or on a COVER PAGE, the notice should appear on a page containing notices of copyrights and registrations, or the next use of the oneM2M Marks with in the document.

4.5
Use of the Marks in presentations

The rules for using the Marks in presentations are the same as for documents. 

4.6
Use of the Marks in banners

When the oneM2M Marks are used on banners, the notices are not required.

4.7
Use of the term “oneM2M” or the oneM2M logo in software code

· Software Code or Code-Related Terminology.  The Partners Type 1 do not require use of the ™ in software code or code-related terminology.  If “oneM2M” appears in any software code, or code-related terminology, neither the ™ nor the footnote is required at that point of the code or document.  

· If the software includes a recognition section that is visible to the user, such as an “About”, and the oneM2M Marks are displayed, then an appropriate notice shall be included.

5
When the Marks may be used

5.1
Use the oneM2M Marks for appropriate purposes

The Marks may only be used for lawful purposes. 

5.2
Use of the Marks by oneM2M

One or more of the Marks as appropriate should be used on all documents developed by oneM2M and presentations endorsed by oneM2M.

Participants in oneM2M activities may use the oneM2M Marks in conjunction with such activities (such as on input documents into oneM2M technical groups, or into other oneM2M groups).

5.3
Use of the oneM2M Marks at sponsored or endorsed events

The Marks may be used at events sponsored or endorsed by oneM2M only in the following ways:

· To indicate sponsorship or endorsement of the event by oneM2M; or 

· When referring to the work of oneM2M, the output specifications of oneM2M, or equipment or protocols complying with the oneM2M specifications.

5.4
Use of the Marks by referencing organizations

The Marks may be used by other industry fora or specification development organizations “industry organization” when referencing or using an entire oneM2Mrelease.

If an industry organization desires to use or reference a subset of a oneM2M release, the industry organization should contact oneM2M for guidance.  oneM2M will consider such requests on a case-by-case basis.

5.5
Use of the Marks for implementations of the oneM2M specifications

Manufacturers or service providers may use the Marks in conjunction with equipment or a software product implementing the oneM2M specifications.  In the absence of a formal testing or certification program, the manufacturer or service provider may use the Marks only for goods and services that are designed and implemented to be compliant to the oneM2M specifications.  To be compliant, a good or service must be compliant with an entire oneM2M release (or set of specifications) and not simply a subset thereof.

If a formal testing or certification program is developed for the oneM2M specifications, then the Partners Type 1 may reserve usage of the Marks in conjunction with product that has successfully passed the testing or certification process.

Manufacturers and service providers shall not use the Marks in any way that implies endorsement of the equipment, product, implementation, or service by oneM2M or any of its Participants.

5.6
Use of the Marks when referring to implementations

Manufacturers or service providers may use the oneM2M Mark when referring to equipment or a software product implementing the oneM2M specifications (for example, in an informational booklet or instructions), if the equipment or software product meets the requirements of (e).

Merchandise items

Merchandise items bearing the Marks, such as T-shirts and mugs, shall not be manufactured, sold, or otherwise distributed without the permission of the oneM2M Partners Type 1.

Inappropriate uses

Inappropriate uses of the oneM2M Marks include, but are not limited to:

Unless otherwise agreed to in writing by the oneM2M Partners Type 1, the Marks should not be used in conjunction with third-party trademarks in a manner that could imply ownership of, or endorsement by, oneM2M.  For example, “XYZ Company oneM2M™” would be an unacceptable usage

Unless otherwise agreed to in writing by the oneM2M Partners Type 1, the Marks shall not be used to indicate endorsement of, support for, or participation in, events, products or activities.

Unless otherwise agreed to in writing by the oneM2M Partners Type 1, the Marks shall not be used in conjunction with an Internet domain, e.g., www.oneM2Mserver.com
The Marks shall not be used as part of the name of a company, or division thereof.
