Privilege definition is not consistant with ARC TS. Originally privilege means allowed operations (currently called operationFlags in ARC TS). To be able to align, this contribution proposes to change Privilege definition.

Access Control Attributes: Set of parameters of the originator, target resource, and environment against which there could be rules evaluated to control access.

NOTE:
An example of Access Control Attributes of Originator is a role. Examples of Access Control Attributes of Environment are time, day and IP address. An example of Access Control Attributes of targeted resource is creation time.

Access Decision:  Authorization reached when an entity’s Privilegesare evaluated
Privilege:  Qualification given to an entity that allows a specific operation (e.g. Create/Read/Update/Delete, etc.) on a specific resource  within a specified context.
